Science Fair time is here! Elmhurst Elementary Science Fair will be held on February 10, 2014. The purpose of the fair is to involve students in an investigation of how science is used in their community, school, and home. It is designed to develop your child’s problem solving and creative thinking skills.


Your child will be following a step-by-step process to identify and solve a problem using science concepts. The student needs to be able to test and measure data for his/her project. Multiple trials of the experiment should be conducted. All of the information collected plus any models, chart, and diagrams will be entered on a display board as a project in the Science Fair. All projects are due on February 10, 2014.


We will be doing our brainstorming to choose topics to research in class. Students should stick to their topics unless something major occurs. In that case please see your teacher as soon as possible. All topics must be approved by your teacher.


As your child begins the actual investigation, your continued interest and encouragement will be helpful. Monitor the progress and assist with any complications or problems that occur. Your child will need your help in finding resources and people to talk to in the field of the investigation. They may also need transportation to specific locations in order to do research.
All students are required to keep a daily log/journal as they do their project at home/school and to write an abstract/summary at school.

Winning Science projects will be selected to enter the Northeast Regional Science Fair at East Carolina University to be held on February 16, 2013.
